A colorful flower show it was not, but on a cloudy April day OLLI students learned about the
magical processes the Cole Growers use to produce those delightful blossoms that will soc
on display throughot the country.

Driving past the Cole Gardens shop just west of Concord, they discovered the enormous C
Growers greenhouse in the Loudon hinterlands. The facility now has about five acres unde
with plans for more, plus another five acres fooging outdoors during summer.

Doug Cole started his flower business 35 years ago, and now sells to brokers and garden «
all over the world. The seeds and cuttings come from around the world fomm countries like
Uganda where plant babies getasfer start on life.

Chris Schlegel, who guided the OLLI class through the highly automated facility, learned al
plant and soil science at the University of Vermont. After graduation she practiced the art fc
years at Elliott Greenhouses in Lynddievbefore accepting the position of head grower with
Cole. Her three decades of experience provide the basis for merging the complex workings
nature and human technology into living creations of beauty.

Optimum moisture, temperature, nutrients andtigare programmed to meet specific needs ¢
the many varieties of plants. Platforms, each holding hundreds of flower pots carefully flage
for contracted brokers, are easily moved about on tracks. Other plant buckets are conveye
along overhead lines todbchecked for moisture levels and supplied accordingly.

Cole Growers is certified as a sustainable grower, which means they use a minimum of

chemicals for pest control. The menacing weapon that Chris is pictured brandishing is not |
with insecticidebut predatory mites that attack very small pests , called thrips, that suck juic
out of plants. OLLI members were fascinated watching the mites wrapping up the bad guys
